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Abstract: This paper takes the questioning part of the 32 debates in the 2018 Chinese Debate World Cup as a
corpus, and selects 184 interrupted speech sequences to examine the interruption between the debaters in the debate
session. With the way of interruption, the reason of interruption, and the reaction of the interrupted person, the

results show that using the interrupting strategy appropriately will make the debater achieve the desired effect in the

debate session.
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
